Once you have chosen an image, 
place it close to the article. Be sure 
to place the caption of the image 
near the image.

Selecting pictures or graphics is an 
important part of adding content to 
your newsletter. 

Think about your article and ask 
yourself if the picture supports or 
enhances the message you’re trying 
to convey. Avoid selecting images 
that appear to be out of context. 

Microsoft Publisher includes thou-
sands of clip art images from which 

the business. Sales figures or earn-
ings will show how your business is 
growing. 

Some newsletters include a column 
that is updated every issue, for in-
stance, an advice column, a book 
review, a letter from the president, 
or an editorial. You can also profile 
new employees or top customers or 
vendors. 

This story can fit 100-150 words. 

The subject matter that appears in 
newsletters is virtually endless. You 
can include stories that focus on 
current technologies or innovations 
in your field. 

You may also want to note business 
or economic trends, or make predic-
tions for your customers or clients. 

If the newsletter is distributed inter-
nally, you might comment upon 
new procedures or improvements to

One benefit of using your newsletter 
as a promotional tool is that you 
can reuse content from other mar-
keting materials, such as press re-
leases, market studies, and reports. 

While your main goal of distributing 
a newsletter might be to sell your 
product or service, the key to a suc-
cessful newsletter is making it use-
ful to your readers. 

A great way to add useful content to 
your newsletter is to develop and 
write your own articles, or include a 
calendar of upcoming events or a 
special offer that promotes a new 

product.

You can also research articles or 
find “filler” articles by accessing the 
World Wide Web. You can write 
about a variety of topics but try to 
keep your articles short. 

Much of the content you put in your 
newsletter can also be used for your 
Web site. Microsoft Publisher offers 
a simple way to convert your news-
letter to a Web publication. So, 
when you’re finished writing your 
newsletter, convert it to a Web site 
and post it.

Never trust a stranger. 

�x�� A stranger is anyone you don't know.

Always tell an adult where you are going. 

�x��  Someone should know where you are at all times 

Practice the buddy system and stick w ith a friend. 

�x��  Never go places along.  It is more fun and safer to do things with a friend. 

Know the “ Safe Spots”  that you can always stop if you need help.

�x��  Safe spots are places that you can stop in the event you need help. Safe spots can be the houses of your 
friends that you know, stores, restaurants, the police station, library and the fire station. 

Never get into the car of a stranger.

�x��  If someone offers you a ride, do not get in the car!  If a person waves you over or you cant hear them, 
do not go cloer to the car.  Even if the person says your mom, dad or someone you know sent then to get 
you, don't go near the car!  Run to the nearest adult or safe spot and tell what happened. 

Yell as loud as your can if you are scared or feel threatened or unsafe. 

�x��  As you run in the opposite direction, shout things like, “Stranger!”, Help I don't know you.  YOU are  
not my Dad! Someone in the area will hear you and help you. 

Trust your instincts. 

�x��  If someone makes you uncomfortable in any way get out of the area.  Tell an adult or call 911.
